afternoons after school 3.30 pm – 5.30 pm at the Village Hall by the Council offices.  Please note Youth Workers are not responsible for the children during these sessions as the children are free to come and go, however they will be available to offer advice and support.  A drink and snack are provided.  These sessions will commence on Friday 13 September.
